There are still two NNYP races, so why not join us. 
 
 

First, the Electric City Regatta  is a two day event.  
Saturday July 18th we’ll have the NYMCRA amateur 
points race, the recreational races, and the fun races.  
 Sunday, July 19th will be the 4 mile Barton Cup 
qualifier for youth paddlers, the C1 Pro race, and 
amateur, stock, recreational and kayak races.  
Proceeds from Sunday’s races will be donated to 
NYMCRA, the organization that oversees canoe and 
kayak racing throughout New York.  Start/finish both 
days will be at Lock 9 Park in Rotterdam Junction.

Then comes NNYP’s third race, the Barge Chaser,  
on Sunday September 27th.  There are 3- mile and 7-
mile races, the longer one including two short 
portages.  Registration starts at 10am and races at 
11:00. The crisp, clear and turning leaves at Grafton 
Lakes State Park is a great place to wind up the 
season.

And Time Trials  will be all Wednesdays evenings. 
They started May 6th.and will run to September 16th at 
Aqueduct Park in Niskayuna (Mohawk River at the 
Rexford Bridge).  The course is a 3.65 mile loop on the 
Mohawk, and takes from 27 minutes to a week (that’s 
why they are once a week).

Hiking And Rafting The Grand Canyon 

Many of us have seen the Grand Canyon from the rim 
and some have hiked into the Canyon. But how many 
of us have experienced the grandeur of the Canyon 
from its belly – the Colorado River, looking up?  Judy 
Brandow, Mary MacDonald and I did for nine glorious 
days, floating on the calm and shooting the rapids in 
the lower half of the Canyon. To begin our trip, we 
hiked down Bright Angel Trail (7.5 miles) to Pipe 
Spring put-in, packing in all our personal gear.  We 
arrived at the river only slightly behind the three tri-
athletes in our group of 15. 
 
After repacking our stuff into drybags, we loaded 
everything onto the six rafts, and found spots on one of 
the rafts. Within minutes we ran our first rapid and 
were generously splashed with 55-degree water.   
 
The five large rafts held all the gear and food and were 
the passenger rafts, rowed by crew.  We were the 
passive passengers, unless we asked the crew to let 
us row.  By day 3, Mary and I had taken a turn at the 
oars. Judy qualified for paddling the rapids in one of 
the inflatable kayaks, which required making a wet exit 
and re-entering. The paddle raft took 6 paddlers plus 
the crew member who gave the commands and 
steered.  All 3 of us spent considerable time on this raft 
since it gave us more of an up-close feel for navigating 
the rapids.  One day when Judy and I were paddling, 
our “captain” was thrown out while we were in a rapid.  
We forgot all the commands we’d been taught in our 
semi-panic, but we finally managed to get over to 
Ariana and help her back into the raft.  Another day, 
one of the men knocked his wife out of the paddle raft 
as he desperately tried to keep himself from 
“swimming.”  
 
Every day we stopped once or twice for hikes up side 
canyons, which often ended in lovely waterfalls.  Each 
canyon offered something unique at its end: a 
waterfall, a pool, a throne room made of rock slabs.  
One slot canyon required us to shimmy up with feet on 
one wall and butt on the other. 
 
We slept under the stars except for two nights when it 
rained and we erected our tents. Every evening we 
washed ourselves and our clothes in the river – brrr – 
and hung our clothes to dry.  While we were 
freshening up, the crew prepared appetizers and 
dinner.  It’s amazing what they produced in Dutch 
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ovens over gas grills.  Breakfast and lunch were also 
varied and plentiful. 
 
On the last day, we did a silent paddle to the take-out.  
The quiet was broken only by the sound of a native 
flute played by our lovely paddle boat captain.  It was 
time to walk on asphalt again…………….Betsy Kaido

Ride Information  
The mechanics of participating are simple.  Call the host to let them know you are coming  so 
they can plan refreshments.  Allow enough time to arrive by 6:15 PM.  Rides begin at 6:30 
SHARP.  If you need help with your bike (air in tires, adjustments) get there even earlier and 
someone will be happy to help you.  A helmet is required for all riders . 
The rides are usually divided into longer  for the experienced and shorter  (less hilly) for the 
more novice riders. The host provides route maps, and refreshments after the ride, (like soda, 
beer, snacks, and pizza.)  It is customary that each participant contribute $6.00  toward the 
host’s expenses.

Lois and Will Seyse will host from their camp on 
Galway Lake.  Take 147 North out of Scotia to the 
Light in Galway, Left at Light.  Right onto Lake Road 
at top of hill (one mile from light). Do not follow road to 
the left (you will be lost). Stay on Lake Rd. for 1/2 
mile. Turn Left just past White Farm House into 
Ruback's Grove (small sign), there is a Picnic Pavilion 
on the left just inside the grove.

Waterbury Center State Park 
This terrific body of water is just across from our 

clubhouse.  Waterbury Center State Park lies on the 
easterly thumb of Waterbury Reservoir, a quarter mile 
off VT Route 100. It is an integral recreation resource 
in Northern Vermont and one of the newer park facili-
ties within Mount Mansfield State Forest. The Reser-
voir is the ninth largest body of water in the state of 
Vermont and was created in the 1930's by the CCC 
as a flood control project to protect towns and villages 
along the Winooski River Valley. From late spring to 
early fall the Reservoir is maintained to a surface 
area of 860 acres and has a maximum depth of 100 
feet. To prepare for normal spring snowmelt and ru-
noff, the surface area is reduced to between 250 - 
300 acres throughout the winter. The designed flood 
control capacity of Waterbury Reservoir is approx-
imately 9,000,000,000 gallons.  

The park is located on a 90-acre peninsula with 
22 picnic sites, tables, hibachis, swimming beach, na-
ture trail, trailer boat ramp, boat rentals, concession 
area and restrooms. For more information about this
