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Conservation Report

Something Good Has Happened!

Without a single doubt, the last eight years of the
previous federal administration did not advance the
causes of conservation and the environment. But in
the waning days of the administration a wonderful
thing occurred. President George W. Bush
announced he had created three “marine
monuments” in the Pacific Ocean. They will be off—
limits to fishing and mining, including oil and gas
drilling. Their designation as national monuments
gives them about the same protection as our greatest
national parks.

The USA has jurisdiction over vast amounts of the
central Pacific Ocean. This area is dotted with
shallow coral reefs, beautiful small islands, huge
undersea mountains, hydrothermal vents (where life
has found existence without sunlight or the use of
oxygen) to the deepest chasm, the seven miles deep
Mariana Trench. Most of the areas are as Nature
intended without the effects of mankind, and they are
still largely unexplored. A case in point is Kingman
Reef, where the chief predators are sharks — not
humans.

Or how about the bottom of the Marina Trench,
where no human has been. These new monuments
are larger than the states of Oregon and Washington
combined. It is a step in the right direction.
