Lest We Forget — March 24, 1984

We must remember that this year is the 20"
Anniversary of the Exxon Valdez oil spill. Eleven mil-
lion gallons of crude oil were dumped into Alaska’'s
Prince William Sound. It ruined 1,300 miles of pristine
coastline, killed the local fisheries, destroyed all kinds
of wildlife (perhaps 4,000 sea otters died, plus sea
birds and killer whales, none of which have yet re-
covered) and devastated all the surrounding com-
munities.

Even after 20 years, scientists are still finding
oil on the region’s beaches. The world has to be more
than just careful about all its coastlines. So, before
the energy industry goes helter—skelter in continuing
their quest for off shore gas and oil, we had better be
absolutely sure that any oil drilling will be free of all
potential leaks. We also need to make every tanker
carrying crude oil have double walls. Then, these
regulations must be strictly enforced!
