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Conservation Report
by Henri T. Plant

It is still out there!

About 300,000 thousand years ago, when mankind
first set eyes on the oceans of our wonderful water
planet, it must have seemed limitless. It still seems so
today. That is why we have used it—to put all of our
sewage, garbage, industrial waste and all kinds of
other stuff into the seas and lakes, including chemical
weapons. The thinking was “out of sight, out of mind".
This latest insult to the world’s oceans started after
WWI, when chemical weapons were first used; things
like chlorine, mustard and hydrogen cyanide gases.
There is little evidence as to where they were
disposed.

Then came WWII. Now the production and storage
of chemical weapons went into high gear. And they
were much more lethal. With the development of
nerve gases, just one whiff and you were gone.
Thankfully, they were never used, but only because
of the fear of retaliation as well as the difficulty of
deploying them. So much depended on the local
weather conditions remaining steady. So we can be
thankful to the changing weather for not having to
undergo the terrible horror of chemical warfare.
However, all those chemical weapons had to be
disposed of in some way. Okay, just dump them in
the sea! About 25,000 tons of this stuff was deposited
off the various coasts of the USA.

Now comes the Cold War and the stockpile gets to
grow again. After the demise of the Soviet Empire
there was the question of how to get rid of those
nasty chemicals. For once some sanity prevailed. A
joint agreement between Russia and the USA
decided to use incineration and chemical treatment to
do the trick. Slowly, but surely, it is being done.
Unfortunately, little has been done to study the status
of all those tons of WWII chemical munitions on the
bottom of the sea until just recently. What we do
know is that about 500 people have been harmed by
them. Primarily, they have been fishermen who have
dredged some of the chemical munitions up with their
nets. No fatalities so far.

Are all those tons of chemical weapons still down
there? Or are they scattered all over by the ocean's
currents? Are they still active and still in their
containers or have the containers corroded and the
sea water gotten in and perhaps neutralized them?
To shed some light on these questions, the
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Department of Defense has finally decided to
commission the University of Hawaii to study a known
dump sight near Pearl Harbor. They are using deep
diving submersibles and remotely operated vehicles.
So far they have detected trails of objects that look
like what would be expected of things pushed off a
disposal vessel.

The conventional wisdom is that those chemicals
would not harm the oceans in general due to its
vastness. What occurs in the immediate area where
they were dumped is another matter. A lot more
information must be obtained. It will take some time to
get the answers.
