In the sprints (500 meters) Briana came home with 
a 1st place in C1 (8-10); 1st place in C2 Fledgling (8-
10); C2 Bantam (11-12) 3rd; C2 mixed (under 18) 
11th; 1st in C2 woman/fledgling (8-10) and a 2nd with 
her mom in the 9 mile adult/youth race. 

Pam Fitzgerald participated in the 500 meter 
sprints and placed 1st in C1 (40+); 2nd in C2 mixed 
master (40+); 1st in C2 woman/fledgling with Briana; 

2nd in C2 woman/juvenile (18); 1st in C2 
woman/juvenile (13-14); 1st in C2 womens masters 
(40+). In the 14 mile marathon Pam placed lst in C1 
womans masters (40+); lst in C2 womans masters 
(40+) and 2nd in the 9 miler with Briana. 
In the 14 mile marathon Alec Davis placed 1st in the 
C1 (70+); and 2nd in the C2 mens (70+); Roger Henry 
placed 2nd in the mens (65-69) and Joan Henry 
placed 1st in the womens (60+).

The 2nd race is more for 
people who don’t want to paddle 7 miles, and is a 2.5 
mile “sprint” (I normally do it, so the term “sprint” is 
used advisedly)!!!!!.

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NYNP Time Trials Are Well Underway 
(That Must Mean that Fall is Coming) 

The Wednesday-night time trials continue at 6:30 
PM through Sept 15, and on the Mohawk River.  Start 
and finish are at the Aqueduct Park dock, Town of 
Niskayuna (that's where NY Route 146 crosses the 
river on the Rexford bridge). 

.Any self powered craft is welcome - usually 
paddling are canoes and kayaks, sometimes war 
canoes, outrigger canoes, rowing shells, and sculls.  
There are age and gender classes for any imaginable 
paddler, with an infamous class for inadvertent 
swimmers.  Paddlers have registered from Mass, 
Vermont, Maine, Virginia, Florida, Long Island (part of 
NY), Pennsylvania, and even Schenectady. 

Registration starts at 6, is free for club members, 
but $10 for the season for non-members (the first night 
is free for non-members).  It's best to be early as the 
gun goes off at 6:30PM whether you're on the start line 
or not (we've started 2 minutes late one time in 17 
years).  Times are recorded for comparison during the 
season or against prior recent seasons.  The course is 
3.65 miles long and takes from 27 minutes to a week, 
which is why they're held only once a week.  Coaching 
for racing or paddling technique usually is conducted 
following the time trial for all interested.  Cancellation is 
only in cases of lightning or the river over the bank. 

Last date is Wed. Sept 15.  You draw straws for a 
partner at that session – sounds like fun.

Ausable Marathon 

This is the promised update of the previous Alec-
Roger-Joan escapade.   As you remember, Alec and 
Roger were paddling in a 120 mile marathon on July 
24/25 in Grayling MI, and Joan was pitting them.  Trick 
was -  this starts at 9pm and goes through most of the 
next day!!  

There were 94 teams entered from all over the US 
and Canada, and Roger and Alec were the oldest 
team entered.  It is recognized as the toughest and 
richest non-stop canoe race in the world.  

Well, the Ausable Canoe Marathon is now history.  
Roger and Alec did very well, finished in 17:33, that 
put them in 72 place out of 94 starting boats (184 
competitors, 69 of whom are over 50), with 12 not 
finishing.  Over 50,000 (yes fifty-thousand!!!) 
spectators saw it, again through the night 

It all started with a 1/4 mile run with your boat down 
the street and then put in the river that is about 20' 
wide and probably 8" deep.  It is mass confusion. You 
get your starting position by doing a short, 6 minute 
sprint the day before with the fastest 5 in the front row 
and continue down the street until all 94 boats are in 
place.  The locals stake out their viewing places first 
thing in the morning so they get a good spot.  There 
are people all along the course all night long along with 
all the feeders (what we call pit crew).  When it gets 
dark it looks like a crazy Christmas at the pit stops with 

all sorts of lights so your racers can find their feeders.  
Things like snowmen, skeleton heads, boat numbers 
on a board made out of Christmas lights, things 
attached to bike helmets that light up.   

We used a Cinderella spinning light that worked 
great along with them having small colored lights on 
the side of the boat that Alec turns on when they are 
coming up to their pit.  People follow all night long and 
people have big parties along the river banks with bon 
fires and cheer the competitors along. 

Joan had help this year from Diana Billingsley and 
Gary McLain.  This was a real treat since last year she 
had to do it alone.  They had cold pizza about 4am 
which was left over from Gary's dinner on Saturday 
night and chips for breakfast along with lots of 
Mountain Dew.  

Joan commented that people probably couldn't 
understand this but they really had a great time.  Along 
with a full moon and a fantastic sun rise.  Ready to do 
it again next year, sail the pit crew.  Not so sure about 
the paddlers.

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Conservation Report

Our Legacy:  
The famous psychologist Carl Jung once said, “We 

reach backward to our parents and forward to our 
children and to their children to a future we will never 
see, but about which we need to care.”  How are we 
doing on that score? Not too well at all! It has only 
been relatively recently that some of us have become 
aware of how much damage humans have done to 
the Space Ship Earth.   

Water covers 71% of the earth’s surface, so the 
earth is sometimes called the water planet. Water is 
the foundation of all life. Unfortunately, for terrestrial 
life only 2.5% of it is fresh (not salty). Fresh water is 
absolutely essential for all terrestrial life, which 
includes us humans.   

About 60% of the fresh water supply is trapped in 
glaciers acting like reservoirs.  However, with the 
global climate change now occurring, the glaciers are 
melting and are being transported to the oceans at a 
rate that no one thought could possibly happen.  
There the fresh water becomes salty and of little use 
to terrestrial creatures. And so the supply of fresh 
water becomes even scarcer. We have really done a 
great job of polluting what little is left of the remaining 
good fresh water. This is not a very good inheritance 
we are leaving the human race.

· About 1.2 billion people lack access to clean
