Gearing up for the ‘10-‘11 Winter 
Season at the Clubhouse 

It snowed!!!  On October 15th -16th there was 
enough snow (25”) on Mansfield for people to hike for 
the first turns of the season!!  The clubhouse is ready 
for you to come and get your turns in what looks to be 
a fantastic winter season.  Tune your boards and 
make your reservations.  Meet you at the House! 

 

After not changing our rates at the Clubhouse since 
2006, we found that we needed to increase the 
weekend prices to cover our expenses.  A weekend 
will now cost $60 for members and $75 for guests.  
The increase is needed to keep up with the increases 
in taxes, heating and food costs as well as paying for 
the new furnace and a new roof next year.  The new 
rates for the clubhouse are: 
Hosted events, weekend and holiday rates between 
12/24 and 4/1 

Members - $25/night 
Guests - $30 
Juniors - $15 

Un-Hosted, weekdays and off season (after 4/1 to 
12/23) rates 

Members - $20/night 
Guests - $30 
Juniors - $10 

Hosted dinner 
Members - $10 
Guests - $15 
Juniors - $5  

As you can see, we have a two rate system for 
Hosted and Un-hosted days.  Hosted means that 
there is an official Clubhouse host who will be 
coordinating the meals and collecting the money for 
your stay.  While the price has gone up by 
$8/weekend, the cost is a bargain compared to 
staying at a motel and purchasing your meals in 
Stowe or Waterbury.  When you factor in the fact that 
we do not raise our rates during Holiday weeks and 
we have no blackout discount lift tickets to Stowe, 
Sugarbush and Mad River Glen it really is a deal. 

Reserve early and often for the `10-`11 winter 
season.  Less than 40 days to ski season! We will 
again have discounted, no blackout date tickets to 
some of your favorite ski resorts in VT.  

We will be using the same e-reservation system as 
last year (with some updates to simplify it).  Please 
check the web site for the new directions for use of 
the reservation system.

 Kim and Anna at the Barge Chaser Sept 20th 
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Conservation Report 
by Henri T. Plant  
 
Henri has had more problems since the last bulletin 
and was unable to do a column for this month. I will 
try to write one in his stead. 
 

Since we went on a trip to Merck Forest and 
Farmland center in Rupert, Vermont, I thought it 
might be interesting to understand the human 
influences on this hilly Taconic farmland of southern 
Vermont. This history was researched by Charles V 
Coghill, a forest ecologist and I am paraphrasing from 
his work. 

 
Centuries of natural changes were enhanced by 

generations of human activists. This 3000-acre forest 
was consolidated from three declining farms in the 
1940s. It now consists of 200 residual acres of fields 
and pastures which is used as a demonstration farm; 
93% of the land is second growth woodland. Many of 
the names of the old families who lived and farmed 
here are still found as you hike the trails. There are 
numerous stonewalls, 14 cellar holes and a variety of 
even-aged second growth forests which attest to 
earlier agricultural activity. 

 
Since 1950 the Merck Forest and Farm have been 

used as an education center and they have been 
interested in teaching how to do sustainable farming. 
They have built a large barn, many cabins for 
students, a Visitor Center with a wood fired thermal 
mass with a small integral baking oven. The whole 
farm if off grid; they have a windmill, photovoltaic 
solar arrays and a diesel generator back-up. 

 
To augment their income, they have built a large 

sap house and have a vacuum assisted tap system, 
which produces 2 to 3 times more sap than a gravity 
system. They make and package maple syrup that 
they sell in the Visitor Center. (It is delicious.) We 
have watched the farm grow through the years and 
are constantly amazed by the beauty of this little 
piece of New England.
