Pennsylvania Wanderlust 
Mary Jennings and Edgar Palfi submitted this after 

returning from this year’s Fall Festival at Pine Grove 
Furnace State Park in Pennsylvania.  The area cannot 
be beat for camping, hiking, and biking, and also 
paddling is located nearby.   They think some SWC’ers 
might want to consider it for the future. 

The specific two-day event they attended occurs 
generally on the middle week-end of October at Pine 
Grove Furnace State Park, an historic iron ore 
smelting and manufacturing site, which is located at 
the exact midpoint of the Appalachian Trail, just 
southeast of Harrisburg, Pennsylvania, in the Michaux 
State Forest.  You can hike and bike the Appalachian 
Trail and the many one- or two-lane mountain roads 
criss-crossing the area and lined with old log cabins 
many of which were originally occupied by the iron 
workers during the early years of this country.  The 
possibilities are seemingly endless, with all levels of 
terrain difficulty available, from “handicapped 
accessible” to “Expert Mountain biking.” Then, just 
outside of Michaux State Forest, are incredible 
orchards filling the entire area up to historic 
Gettysburg.  There is some canoeing and kayaking 
available in the Park, with two lakes having been 
created in the old iron ore pits, with connecting 
streams.  I am told that more extensive kayaking is 
available within 25 miles, in creeks that feed into, and 
in the Susquehanna River.  The Campground is small 
but perfect for fall, with all amenities including 
electricity available.  Also, it’s about 10 degrees 
warmer down there than it is here.   

Because this Park sits at the exact mid-point of the 
Appalachian Trail, there is a hostel in the old Iron 
Master’s Mansion.  The Nature Conservancy is 
currently renovating it.  Starting next year, rooms will 
also be available for families and groups.  In addition, 

the Paymaster’s House is available as a rental, 
suitable for a family or small group.  Another of the 
historic buildings houses the Appalachian Trail 
Museum.    If you arrive here by having walked one of 
the halves of the Trail, you are treated at the stable-
turned-general-store to your own one-half gallon 
premium ice cream, which you must eat all by yourself. 

This Park exemplifies much of early American 
History.  Iron ore mining, smelting and manufacturing 
began there during the Revolutionary War, supplying 
cannonball to Union troops.  At that time, it was illegal 
for colonists to manufacture or make any products 
from the iron ore that they mined.  Hence, most of 
these manufacturing sites were located it the remote 
mountains where the people were known to be 
especially loyal to the revolutionary cause.  The site 
continued to be active through the civil war.   

The Festival features historic tours, bike rides, 
lectures, hay wagon rides, line dancing, wonderful 
food, orienteering and treasure-hunting contests, crafts 
and children’s activities and an unforgettable pumpkin 
“float “ event.  Everyone carves pumpkins, and then, at 
nightfall, Park officials light the pumpkins and load 
them onto a four-tiered float that is then launched to 
the middle of the lake.   It is an incredible sight!  Then 
the ghost stories begin.  Back at the campground, 
most sites are decorated for Halloween, with lots of 
outstanding displays.  This was the best Halloween 
event I have ever attended. 

Reservations are recommended, as this is a very 
popular event.  We go every year, so let us know if you 
are interested or want help.  An extra bonus is that you 
are only two hours away from Washington D.C.’s 
secret gem of 1,100- acre Greenbelt National Park, 
inside the Washington Beltway, where you can camp 
for only $16/$8. For seniors a night and can walk to the 
Metro.  Hiking and biking are wonderful there, too, and 
there is a nearby lake.

OPTIONS TO PLACE A RESERVATION  
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SWC Clubhouse at Waterbury Center, VT
The Clubhouse is located about 4 miles north of I-89 on Route 100 in Waterbury Center, VT.  It is 

a large white building on the right side of the highway going north with the letters SWC on the front 
wall. It is just past the Cold Hollow Cider Mill and is 6 miles south of Stowe the “Ski Capital of the 
East”.  It is in easy driving distance of Bolton Valley, Sugarbush, Mad River Glen, Jay Peak, 
Smugglers Notch and Burke Mountain.  There are also excellent opportunities for X-C skiing on 
maintained trails at The Trapp Family Lodge, Edson Hill Manor, Top Notch and The Stowe Mountain 
Resort as well as right out our back door or around the Waterbury Reservoir.  All of these areas have 
ski rental and preparation facilities as well as instruction.

In the Spring the area has many “Sugar-Bushes” and sugar houses where maple syrup is 
produced and for sale.  The Spring also is a good time for hiking, paddling, biking and sightseeing.

In the Summer, hiking, biking, paddling, shopping and sightseeing are available in the immediate 
areas surrounding the Clubhouse.  Waterbury Lake provides an ideal watersports opportunity. 

The Fall brings a spectacular foliage display for sightseers and hikers, while the SWC Clubhouse 
crew busily prepares the Clubhouse for the new ski season.

The Clubhouse is a rehabilitated 1870’s Vermont farm house with three floors.  The first floor 
houses the Fireplace & Dining Rooms and the Kitchen in addition to 4 bedrooms and the ladies room.  
The Second floor houses an additional 7 bedrooms and the men’s room.  The attic (third floor) houses 
two dorm rooms and a half bath.
