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Conservation Corner
by Ruth Hasler
RECYCLING E-WASTE

We know about all the things we are supposed to
recycle, but do we do it? For most of us, it depends
on how easy it is, how long it takes, and whether we
feel like doing it at all. Electronics, especially, are a
problem. We don't really want to see them end up in
a landfill where they will leach out toxic chemicals and
corrosive metals for decades and where we know
plastic components may never completely degrade.
The EPA estimates that over 75 percent of our dis-
carded electronic items end up in landfills. So what
can we do to help this situation? There are a number
of companies that recycle or resell electronics.

Best Buy will recycle most electronic products
without charge, if dropped off. They do charge a small
fee for TVs and monitors. Their Trade-In policy will
get you a gift card for gently used electronics. Their
Haul-Away program gets you free removal of an old
TV or appliance when you replace it with a Best Buy
product. For a fee, they will pick up a limited number
of appliances at a time for recycling. If they don't ac-
cept an item, they will help you find a place that does.
| had a very positive experience on the phone with
them, and they seem to be very serious about han-
dling all items responsibly, making sure items never
end up in landfills and are never disposed of in for-
eign countries.

Radio Shack will recycle most portable electronic
items, and Target will recycle some but only on cer-
tain days of the week. If the item has value, both
companies will give you a gift card. Goodwill accepts
computers, monitors, and printers for recycling, and
TVs manufactured from 2000 on for resale. Colt Re-
cycling in Glenville Business & Technology Park will
accept most electronic items without charge, but has
a small fee to recycle TVs and items containing
Freon. And if you can't lift it, they will come and get it
for a fee. They assured me that everything is disas-
sembled and sent to their recycling and refining facili-
ties, where it is shredded, separated, refined and
turned back into commodity grade metals.
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The only place that will pick up items for free is the
City Mission. They do not accept computers or con-
sole TVs in any case, but will pick up cable-ready
color TVs and other sellable electronics in clean and
working condition.

If you are upgrading to a newer model laptop, digi-
tal camera, iPad, iPod, GPS device, cell phone etc.,
and the item is not-that-long off the shelf and usable,
you have a good chance of selling it online. There is a
lively after-market for used electronics where you can
actually get cash for this stuff. We all know
www.ebay.com <http://www.ebay.com>, but
www.gazelle.com <http://www.gazelle.com> seems to
be a popular site for selling used electronics along
with www.MyTronics.com
<http://www.MyTronics.com> . Some of them pay
your shipping costs as well.
